Pan Junfan, 40, knew what he had signed up for. “I do not challenge nature, but challenge myself in the natural environment.” Pan told China Daily.

Pan's challenge was originally the Ultra Gobi, a 400-kilometer nonstop race. Due to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, it was canceled. Yet Pan contacted the race's organizers and then undertook a solo challenge on Sept 9. Beginning from the "Mars Camp" in Qinghai province, the ultra extreme course was expanded to 513 km over sand dunes, dry valleys, and snowy mountains, finishing in Guazhou, Gansu province. Apart from facing extreme temperatures and varied terrains （地形） Pan, carrying the bare minimum of equipment he would need, also battled against sleep lack and health difficulties during the journey.

After running for 208 hours 35 minutes, Pan managed to cross the finish line in Guazhou on Sept 18. With his first 102 km clocking 26 hours and 3 minutes, he broke the record set by Spanish amputee (被截肢者） athlete, Letamendia, in last year's 101 km race from Italy to France.

“I hope that by completing the challenge I can inspire people and tell them that life has limitless possibilities and not to stop trying. "Pan told China Daily. He has live-streamed his race on the video-sharing platform TikTok, attracting over 35 million views.

An internet user named Weixia commented that Pan has completed something impossible for most people and proved that life is too short to hesitate in following dreams.

Pan has been challenging himself since he lost his right leg in a car accident in 2015. Since then, he has been searching the meaning of life. Now, he is back and planning his next challenge swimming and sailing across the Taiwan Straits. “The meaning of life is to explore the unknown.” he said. Just as his favorite song, US musician Zayde Wolf's Born Ready, goes:

【22题详解】

推理判断题。根据文章第四段“He has live-streamed his race on the video-sharing platform TikTok, attracting over 35 million views.( 他在视频分享平台TikTok上直播了自己的比赛，观看次数超过3500万次。)”由此判断出，潘俊凡勇敢的挑战在网上引起了广泛关注。故选D。

This is the story of three plastic bottles, empty and abandoned. Their journeys are about to diverge, more or less influencing the fate of our planet.

Bottle One, like hundreds of millions of tons of other plastic bottles, ends up in a landfill. This huge dump expands each day as more trash comes in and continues to take up space. As plastics sit there being pressed among layers of their junk, rainwater flows through the waste and absorbs the chemicals it contains, and some of those are highly poisonous. Together they create harmful matter called leachate (沥滤液）, which can move into groundwater, soil and streams, poisoning ecosystems and harming wildlife. It can take Bottle One 1,000 years to rot away.

Bottle Two's journey is strange. He floats on water that reaches a stream, a stream that flows into a river, and a river that reaches the ocean. After months lost at sea, he's slowly drawn where trash accumulates, a place known as the Great Pacific Garbage Patch. Here the ocean's currents have trapped millions of pieces of plastic waste. There the water becomes a cloudy plastic soup. Some animals, like seabirds, get stuck in the mess. They, and others, mistake the brightly colored plastic things for food. Plastic makes them feel full when they're not, so they starve to death and pass the poisons from the plastic up the food chain. For example, it's eaten by fish, and the fish are eaten by us.

But Bottle Three is spared the cruel suffering of his brothers. A truck brings him to a plant where he and his companions are squeezed flat and pressed into a block. The blocks are cut and torn into tiny pieces, which are washed and melted, so they become the raw materials that can be used again. As if by magic, Bottle Three is now ready to be reborn as something completely new.

For this bit of plastic with such humble origins, suddenly the sky is the limit.

词义猜测题。根据文章第一段划线词后半句“more or less influencing the fate of our planet.(或多或少地影响着我们星球的命运。)”以及下文介绍了三个废弃的空塑料瓶的不同的命运。可知，三个废弃的空塑料瓶的旅程即将各不相同。从而猜测diverge为“ 分歧；不同”之意。故选D。

【25题详解】

细节理解题。根据文章第三段“Plastic makes them feel full when they're not, so they starve to death and pass the poisons from the plastic up the food chain. (塑料让它们感到饱了，而实际上它们并不饱，所以它们会饿死，并将塑料中的有毒物质传递到食物链中。)”可知，第二个废弃的空塑料瓶可能毒害甚至危及不同形式的生命。故选B。

【26题详解】

推理判断题。根据全文内容可知，文章主要介绍了三个废弃的空塑料瓶的不同命运的故事，实际上是用故事的形式给人们科普回收废弃的空塑料瓶重要性。从而推断出，该文章可能选自于一本科学杂志。故选A。

【27题详解】

主旨大意题。根据第二段“Bottle One, like hundreds of millions of tons of other plastic bottles, ends up in a landfill. ”一号瓶子，像其他数亿吨的塑料瓶一样，最终被扔进了垃圾填埋场。根据第三段“Bottle Two's journey is strange. He floats on water that reaches a stream, a stream that flows into a river, and a river that reaches the ocean. ”二号瓶子的旅程很奇怪。他漂浮在水上，到达一条小溪，一条流入河流，一条河流到达海洋。根据第三段“But Bottle Three is spared the cruel suffering of his brothers. ”但是三号瓶却免于他兄弟们的痛苦。所以章主要介绍了三个废弃的空塑料瓶的不同命运的故事。故A选项“Fates of Plastic Bottles(塑料瓶的命运)”作为文章标题最为合适。故选A。

【28题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段的“This is a unique moment. We are stepping up to another phase of our lives at a time of great hardship and global difficulties.”（这是一个独特的时刻。我们在面临巨大困难和全球性困难的时刻，正迈向我们人生的另一个阶段）可知，作者把2020年看作人生一个新篇章的开始。故选C。

【29题详解】

推理判断题。根据第三段的“ I will always remember her teachings “to complain less and always find solutions at the price of whatever it takes” , which brought me to China, an ancient land of new hopes.”（我总是记得她的教诲“少抱怨，不惜一切代价找到解决方法”，这把我带到了中国，一个有着新希望的古老国度）可知，从小作者的妈妈就教育她“少抱怨，不惜一切代价找到解决方法”，于是作者来到了中国。由此推知，作者来中国是受到了鼓舞人心的妈妈的鼓励。故选C。

【30题详解】

推理判断题。根据第五段的“During the COVID-19 outbreak, I got the best opportunity to understand China. I saw millions of people united with one goal-to win the battle against this epidemic. I have never seen such a collective dedication from a nation, turning things for the better by sacrificing personal convenience on a grand scale. ”（在新冠爆发期间，我得到了解中国的最好机会。我看到了数以百万计的人因为一个目标团结起来——赢得抗击这一流行病的战役。我从未见过一个国家如此具有集体奉献精神，通过如此大规模地牺牲个人便利，把事情变得更好）和第六段的“Everyone has a role to play in the battle against the virus. In Tsinghua, I played a tiny but necessary role: Staying on campus, studying online, cooperating during temperature checks and respecting social distancing measures. 【31题详解】

根据下文“Then, they had one week to promote themselves, either through social media or posters. （然后，他们有一周[image: image3.wmf]的

时间通过社交媒体或海报宣传自己。）”可知，此处内容与参加学生代表选拔活动的流程有关，选项G“首先，申请人需要填写表格，交给主办老师。”符合题意，first和then为顺序上的逻辑关系。故选G。

【32题详解】

根据前文“Students started to vote for their preferred candidates on the learning platform Moodle.（学生们开始在Moodle学习平台上为自己喜欢的候选人投票。）”可知，此处内容与投票的结果有关，选项B“第二天下午，结果出来了。”符合题意。故选B。

【33题详解】

根据下文“Nearly 80 percent of the candidates, including me, presented their self-made posters with personal achievements in the hall. On election day, everyone was dressed formally and confidently spoke about their blueprints. （包括我在内近80%的候选人，在大厅展示了他们自制的带有个人成就的海报。在选举日，每个人都穿着正式，自信地谈论着他们的蓝图。）”可知，此处是本段的中心句，要概括本段的内容，内容与候选人都认真地为选举日做准备有关，选项E“所有候选人都认真地为选举日做准备。”符合题意，下文是对选项的具体陈述。故选E。

【34题详解】

根据上文“ On election day, everyone was dressed formally and confidently spoke about their blueprints. ”（在选举日，每个人都穿着正式，自信地谈论着他们的蓝图。）和下文“During my speech, I showed off a one-minute video clip to demonstrate my accomplishments in more vivid way. I finished writing my speech one week before the formal election and practiced my speaking skills over and over again.（在我的演讲中，我展示了一段一分钟的视频短片，以更生动的方式展示我的成就。我在正式选举前一星期写好了演讲稿，一遍又一遍地练习我的演讲技巧。）”可知，此处内容与作者自己为选拔成功尽最大努力有关，选项A“我也尽我最大的努力推销自己。”符合题意。故选A。
