"Treasure Island" tells the story of Jim Hawkins, a boy on board a sailing ship. In the book written more than 100 years ago, Jim and the crew look for missing treasure. Now, kids can search for the treasure themselves on Minecraft. Its creators hope the game will get more kids reading books. The game is made by Litcraft which owns Minecraft. Litcraft is creating the islands for kids to explore. They are all based on books. "Treasure Island" by Robert Louis Stevenson was the first. 

Sally, an official with Litcraft, hopes the project will get kids to read books. “I would have loved it as a kid,” she said. The Minecraft islands help kids understand the books more, she said. Players put themselves in the characters’ shoes to pretend to be the characters. Children have been testing out the new game. One of them is Dylan, who is 9, lives in England and likes reading "Treasure Island." In the Minecraft version, he can really explore the island. “It’s really fun,” he says. Knowing what the island looks like, Dylan, whose school will start using the game next year, does not have to make it up in his head. 
Kids know a lot about Minecraft. Many of them know more than adults. Adults are impressed and also a little scared. Hopefully, teachers won’t be too scared to use it, Sally said. On the bright side, they can just ask their students for help. Libraries are especially interested in multiplayer where several people can play together. Kensuke’s Kingdom is a book by Michael Morpurgo. It is about a boy on an island by himself. It is the next map in the series. The game is especially good for kids who don’t want to read. It includes audio, reading and writing. Sally hopes kids will play the game and then read the book.

With their pipes and lids to avoid spills, coffee cups have long been the substitute for adults. Now Starbucks is going all in on the concept by swearing to get rid of straws by 2020—and it’s all for a very good reason. This move is an answer to our own partners about what we can do to reduce the need for straws. Not using a straw is the best thing we can do for the environment.

In place of plastic straws, Starbucks plans to offer recyclable lids for all iced drinks and paper straws for coffee. The transition is already taking place in Starbucks’ hometown of Seattle, where a ban on plastic straws went into place on July 1. By rolling this out in all 28,000 of their stores by 2020, the company says they are annually removing more than one billion straws from going into circulation—and potentially the ocean.

Starbucks’ decision to gradually stop using single-use plastic straws is a shining example of the important role that companies can play in stopping the tide of ocean plastic. With eight million metric tons of plastic entering the ocean every year, we cannot afford to let industry sit on the sidelines. Marine life has a 50% death rate when it swallows plastic—yet researchers believe there will be more plastic in the ocean than fish by the year 2050 if this rate of litter continues. That means there can be an immediate positive impact if we swap plastic straws for environmentally friendly alternatives.

The smart design on the cup for cold drinks comes from Starbucks’ in-house team of designers and has been in development for two years. However, the announcement comes as outcry (倒彩) increases over the dangers that plastic straws can cause to marine life. Other companies making the eco-friendly swap also announced plans last month to test alternatives to plastic straws.

Apple users who were easily upset about handing over their fingerprints now face an even more personal proposition (议题): unlocking their smart-phones with their faces. With Face ID, an iPhone X user simply holds up the device and it recognizes his or her face. “Nothing has ever been simpler, more natural and effortless,” said Phil Schiller. “Face ID is the future of how we unlock our smart-phones and protect our sensitive information.” It is convenient but perhaps a bit horrible.

The system relies on an advanced set of tech packed into the front of the new phone. The dot projector sends out more than 30,000 invisible infrared(红外线) dots, and the infrared camera seizes an image. Apple uses the infrared image and dot pattern and pushes them through neural(神经) networks to create a mathematical model of your face, and then it checks that mathematical model against a stored image seized earlier. Once it detects a match, the phone unlocks. Schiller said Apple took more than a billion images and multiple neural networks to create Face ID. iPhone X will come with an A11 bionic neural engine to process faces.To set it up, hold your iPhone X in front of your face and move your head slowly around. That will become the stored version on your phone.

Face ID is advanced enough to work in the dark, and to learn your face under different circumstances -- so go ahead and wear those fashionable glasses or grow that fashionable beard. Schiller said Apple also worked hard to ensure the technology can’t be easily tricked by things like photographs. “They’ve even gone and worked with professional mask makers and makeup artists in Hollywood to protect against these attempts to beat Face ID,” he said. The tech also requires users’ attention to unlock -- your eyes have to be open, and you can't be looking away, meaning your device should remain safe even if you’re asleep.
