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1. 完全倒装：把句子的谓语全部放在主语的前面即先谓语后主语。常见完全倒装情况如下：
(1). now，then，here，there，out，in，up，down，away，off等表示时间、地点(方位)的副词位于句首，且句子的主语为名词时，句子可以完全倒装。（常见的谓语动词为go，leave，come，run等不及物动词或be动词时。）
例句：Now comes your chance to shine.
There stands an old temple on the top of the mountain.
若句子的主语是人称代词，则不能倒装。
Out they rushed .  Out rushed the children.  The children rushed out；    
(2)表示地点或方位的介词短语位于句首，且主语为名词，谓语一般为 be 动词，stand，lie，sit 等时，句子可以完全倒装。
例句：On the top of the mountain lives a wise man.
(3)为了强调句子的表语或保持句子平衡，将作表语的形容词、分词、介词短语或such 置于句首时，且主语为名词，句子可以完全倒装。
例句：Present at the meeting are the freshmen.
Such a humorous man is he that we all enjoy communicating with him.
2.部分倒装：只把谓语的一部分(系动词be、助动词或情态动词)放在主语之前，而把谓语的其他部分仍留在主语之后。
(1)“only＋状语”置于句首时，主句要进行部分倒装。
例句：Only recently have I become aware of the importance of taking exercise.
Only in this way can we have a good understanding of the cultures of other countries.
(2)将含有否定意义的副词或连词置于句首时引起部分倒装结构。这类词(组)有：never，seldom，rarely，little，few，at no time，by no means，no longer，hardly/scarcely...when...，no sooner...than...，not only...but also...，not until，nowhere，neither...nor...等。



例句：

(3)so/such...that...结构中的so，such连同它所修饰的成分共同位于句首表示强调时，主句要用部分倒装。
例句：So touching is the story that we can’t help dropping tears.
(4)as引导让步状语从句时，必须将表语、状语或动词原形提到as前面(though引导让步状语从句可倒装也可不倒装，although引导让步状语从句不倒装)。

例句：1）Exhausted as/though we are，we feel proud from the bottom of our hearts.
     2）Much as I admire his bravery，I don't agree with him.
3）Child as he is，he knows a lot.
4）Try as/though he might，he couldn't figure out the reason.

(6) 在if虚拟条件句，如果从句含有were, had(助动词), should的，可将if 省略，把were, had(助动词), should位于句首，构成部分倒装。
1.If I were you, I would consult my English teacher. →Were I you, I would consult my English teacher.
2.If I should eat more healthy, I would be more slim. →Should I eat more healthy, I would be more slim.
3.If you had come, you would have met the film star. →Had you come, you would have met the film star.
