The CDC recommended key   64   (population) such as medical staff, teachers, students, children and those aged 60 and above receive flu vaccines.
Autumn and winter are the periods that usually have a high incidence of flu. Coughing, fever, and sneezing are common symptoms of the flu,   65   may also be signs of COVID-19 infection.
There may also be cases where a person is infected   66   both COVID-19 and influenza. Therefore, an effective solution is   67   (vaccinate) certain populations against flu as soon as possible.
In fact, influenza shouldn’t be underestimated. According to the China CDC, there is   68   average of 88,000 flu-related deaths every year in China. However, China’s flu vaccination rate   69   (be) only around two percent per year, which is far less than that in some countries. The rate is about 70 percent in the US and 84 percent in South Korea, China News Service reported.
As for this year, according to Feng Luzhao, an expert on public health and vaccination from Peking Union Medical College, the vaccination rate could increase to 4 percent. That’s because the COVID-19 pandemic has raised people’s    70    (aware) of vaccines. More people will want to get flu shots, Global Times reported.

Many foreign readers say they find her illustrations enlightening, helping them to understand China, while Chinese immigrants have felt understood, according to Cao. This feedback and connection with her readers have been “the biggest motivation” for her     80     (keep) creating.
